Administrator Report –December 2023

Attended SAMA Meeting 
Pit measure was done, 15,914 cubic yards used in 2023.
Computers & laptop replaced & new debit machine ordered.
Court update – Human Rights. Judgment could take 6 months to a year.
Interim audit complete, all went well.
Office closed from December 22-January 1, inclusive.


Maintenance Report – December 2023
Discount Plumbing was out again working on the Shop Boiler and after checking everything with Product support it was determined that they are going to replace the Heat Exchanger. This is to be done under Warranty and I asked the question twice and was told the same thing both times. Parts are supposed to be here about the middle of December. This issue started last March.

We widened out an Approach so that the new folks could get their equipment/ belongings into their yard at the Acreage Sites.

Mower has been serviced. Wheel Bearing were washed out and repacked, rebuilt one of the Skid Plates and Hard surfaced that, re bushed front Guide Wheels on Deck and that was it.

Side Arm is now in the shop, Wheel Bearings will be done on this as well as the Rear Pivot will get inspected for wear. Have Parts in stock for this. Have 1 Gearbox that is a constant leaker and may have to replace Quill Shaft due to wear at Seal location. Then give it a good once over to not miss any other problems. 

The tractor was sent off for repair, and the problem was found and fixed. Also, while it was apart, we put a new Clutch in it, replaced a Leaky PTO shaft seal, and had a Backup Alarm installed. 

Vern has been pulling our Gravel back up on the Roads, to make it easier to Snowplow when the time comes. At present we are trying to leave very little in the middle of the Road, getting away from the humps and spreading more to side, not on the shoulder or in the Ditch.

The road going north past Howes towards Ryan Gibson’s has been reopened and bladed. Will need to watch this for settling in the work area in the Spring.

Have started draining down Tanks for Winter clean up.

The Door Decal and Lettering has been ordered for the Shop Truck, Ford, Beacon is also in and ready for installation. A wire harness has been installed for this and just requires hook up.

A new Well sensor has been temporarily installed and seems to be working fine, our working levels at this time are 37ft and 41ft. 

Gravel Piles have been surveyed and the info should be in the shop shortly.

We have a couple of lights out in the shop, Ballasts are done, and investigated maybe updated this to something more efficient / cost saving. I have some info from our Electrician on prices.
